PS700 Rev. B4 Silicon Errata

The PS700 Rev. B4 parts you have received conform
functionally to the Device Data Sheet (DS21760F),
except for the anomalies described below.

Microchip does not intend to address the issues listed
here in future revisions of the PS700 silicon. It is rec-
ommended that you replace the PS700 in existing
designs. The PS700 is an end of life product.

1. Module: SMBus/I2C™ Communications
Interface

The SMBus/I°C communications interface on the PS700
has a hardware error which can cause lockup of the
interface. If the PS700 is being read and is transmitting
logic ‘1’ data on SDA, and the system pulls SDA low
while SCL is high, an erroneous Start condition is sig-
nalled to the PS700. At this point, the PS700 may drive
SDA low and hold it low indefinitely, regardless of the
state of SCL, thereby preventing further communication
on the bus. Only a Power-on Reset which requires
removing and reapplying VC1 and VC2 (if applicable)
will reset the bus to reestablish communication.
